During this semester we are 
alternately focusing on each of the individual traits by 
discussing them with students, posting the definitions and 
examples of the behaviors and recognizing those who embody 
the quality through action.  At home you can help by discussing 
the traits with your children and recognizing when their 
behavior is in line with the valued quality. 

We are beginning the year with Respect.  Our 

definition of respectfulness is treating others with the same 
consideration you would want for yourself.  This means 
showing patience, kindness, appreciation, and care for others 
in our words and actions.  Children are not born with empathy 
for othersðwe must teach them both implicitly and explicitly to 
walk in the shoes of another.  This will be our focus in January 
and I think it will help set our new semester off in the right 
direction.   

Working together, we will have a terrific Spring
